MISS NORTHWEST PASSAGE SCHOLARSHIP PAGEANT

 CONTRACT
1. Scholarships shall be expended for tuition and related expenses, room and board and other educational expenses approved by the Miss Northwest Passage scholarship committee.

2. Request for the scholarships are processed upon receipt of statements from colleges and schools or for other educational expenses.  Request for payment for other expense (e.g. private instructors) must be pre-approved by the Miss NWP scholarship committee.

3. Scholarships may be used for current educational expenses.     

Contestants may submit invoices for payment directly from the provider of the educational service or may submit a receipted bill and request reimbursement.  All invoices and receipts must be originals.  Contestants may not request payment or reimbursement for expenses, which are or have been covered through any other financial aid source.

4. Scholarships may be used for future educational expenses.

Contestants have until September 15 of the year following the receipt of the award.  If a contestant has no activity in her scholarship account during this period, the funds in her account will be forfeited.  Any amount not used will be forfeited and returned to the general scholarship fund.

5. Scholarships, which have been forfeited, will remain in the scholarship account for future awards.
CLOTHING ALLOWANCE

1. Contestant will be given a clothing allowance to be used for the Miss Oklahoma Pageant.  The production fee for Miss Oklahoma will be taken from this money. The Board of Directors will form a committee to approve the wardrobe selections and go with contestant when she purchases clothes.

The title of Miss America, combined with the national media already looking at the surface of this issue, will allow me to create the national awareness that must exist.  Currently, the term “Cultural Diversity” is well known in the halls of institutions of higher learner and, perhaps, even in the public school classroom because of the need for some to be politically correct.  But, in order for us to make a true change in attitudes and behaviors of Americans, we must move beyond talk and into action and policy changes.


 


My plan is to motivate the media and to partner with the National Conference for Community and Justice.  This organization has chapters in every major city in the nation and, in many cases, those chapters have community leaders involved who can, with encouragement and challenging, bring this issue out of hiding and into the public light in each of those communities.  


 


Obviously the media and the NCCJ already exist. However, what is lacking is a lighting rod to draw attention to this issue.  This is where the Miss America Organization steps into the lead.  What better role is there for Miss America than to be an agent of change in organizing our nation to accept our differences and to create an environment that values each person on individual characteristics rather than on stereotypes or assumptions?  


 


For years, Miss America was seen as a young woman who cut ribbons and appeared in parades.  It is time for “Miss America” to step out of the convertible and lead the parade. Our country’s ethnic make-up is changing rapidly and our citizen’s fear of terrorism can explode already existing, but deeply hidden prejudices.  I want to be the leader that this nation needs.  


 


This nation needs this issue addressed now and through the already existing NCCJ and its local and state organizations combined with the power of Miss America, we can make a concrete difference now, which will change the direction and the future of our nation.

Instructions for Completing the Miss Oklahoma Contestant’s Resume


Please remember.  This is your opportunity to demonstrate to the judges why they should consider you for the job of Miss Oklahoma/Miss America.  You may list as many or as few items under each category as you desire.  Your only restriction is that it must follow the established format and it must fit on one page.  This page, combined with the Platform Statement, will comprise your entire application for this job.  The judges will receive exactly what is submitted.  Any items submitted that do not fit the established criteria will be returned for correction only once.  Any items that do not meet the criteria or are submitted after the deadline will not be given to the judges. If your resume arrives on the day of the deadline, but does not meet the criteria, there will not be time to return it to you; therefore, it will not be given to the judges.  The contestant may explain the lack of judging materials during her interview, if she so chooses.

 

1.  Go to the word processing program of your computer.


 

2.  Start a “new” document

 

3.  Set margins for 1" on all four sides.  You may use the font style of your choice.  It may not be any smaller than “10” and no larger than “12” point type.  Remember, depending on the font style and font size chosen, the number of times you should hit the tab bar will change.  Please refer to the attached sample to verify you are following the requested format. 

 

4.  With the justification set for left, type “Name:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar twice.  Then, type your name as you wish the judges to know it.  (If your name is LaCricia Shawntel Smith and you want to be known as “Shawntel Smith”, please type “Shawntel Smith).

 

5.  Then, move to the next line and type “Title:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar twice.  Then, type your local title.    

 

6.  Then, move to the next line and type, “Hometown:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar once.  Then, type your hometown including the city and the state.  Hit the tab bar approximately six (6) times and type, “Contestant Number:  __________”.  You will not know your contestant number at the time you are typing this information, which is why you will need to type a line. If you notice, it is “Contestant number”, then a colon (:), hit the space bar twice and then begin the line.  All of which is in bold.  Type the line to be long enough to reach the end margin.  Depending upon your font and font size, you may need to hit the tab bar 5, 6, or 7 times for it to look correct.  The “C” in contestant does not have to line up with the “D” in date (see below), even though it appears that way on the attached sample.

 

7.  Move to the next line.  Now set your justification to the right.  Type “Date of Birth:” in bold.  Hit the space bar two (2) times, and type the month, day, and year of your birth. (Ex.  October 10, 1979)

 

8.  Move Justification to the left.  Double space down.  “Education:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times and then type your most recent school first and your classification for the fall.  If it is grad school indicate it as such.  List degree seeking (all on the same line as the name of the school), move to the line underneath that to list your undergraduate school and degree sought/achieved, and below that list your high school. If you are a High School Senior go ahead and list your college for the fall (ex. Oklahoma State University – Freshman)


9.  Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Platform Issue:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times.  Type the TITLE of your platform, MAKING SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE INFORMATION ABOVE IT.  DO NOT TYPE ANYTHING OTHER THAN THE TITLE.

 


10.  Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Scholastic/Career Ambition:” in bold.  Hit the Tab bar once, MAKING SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE OTHERS ABOVE IT.  Then type the type of degree/education you would ultimately like to achieve and beneath that, list your career ambition.

 

11.  Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Talent:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times.  Type the type of talent and specific selection.   MAKE SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE INFORMATION ABOVE IT.  (i.e.  Pop Vocal - “Crying”, Tap Dance - “Staying Alive”, etc.)

 

12.  Double space down.  Type “Scholastic Honors:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).    

 

13.  Double space down.  Type “Leadership Roles:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).            

 

14.  Double space down.  Type “Accomplishments:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).

 

15.  Double space down.  Type “Interesting Facts:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).   

 

16.  Double space down.  Type “Employment:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).


17.  Double space down.  Type “What impact can the Miss America Organization and its contestants have on society through the partnership with Children’s Miracle Network?” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice. Please answer the question in sentence form.  The Miss America Organization (MAO) has completed its first full year with their new National Platform Children’s Miracle Network.


 

18.  Double Space down. Type “What is the best way to make Miss America more relevant to people of your age?” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Please answer the question in sentence form.


19.  Double Space down.  Type “If you could create and produce one single event that would best utilize 


the partnership between the Miss America Organization and Children’s Miracle Network, what would it be and how you do it?” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Please answer the question in sentence form.


  

Use your best judgment on what is most important for the judges to know about you.  Use your space wisely.  Attached you will see an example of what it should look like.  Any variations from this form will not be returned to you and will not be considered acceptable.  Your materials will not be retyped.  The judges will receive your original work.

 

This form will be given to the judges along with your platform statement.  You will notice there is a required signature line at the bottom of the platform statement.   When these two pages are put together, they will create your entire application.  Your signature will cover the materials listed ON BOTH PAGES.  Your signature verifies that everything on your forms is true and accurate.  If it is proven that any information on these forms is not true, correct, and factual, you risk losing your local/state title.
